NEW CLASSES!
We have four classes per day 
in this second half of the 
Brewster Summer Program: 
College Guidance, College 
Essay, English Literature, and 
Test Preparation. 

College Guidance Class
This class introduces us the 
process of college admission 
in the US, including technical 
terms associated with it, such 
as liberal arts college, 
university, early action, early 
decision, honor program, 
distribution requirement, 
core curriculum, rolling 
admission, consortium.

College Essay Class
Like its name, this class guide 
students to writing college 
application essays. We started 
from learning the six key 
components of good college 
essays: setting, conflict, 
climax, resolution, reflection, 
and characterization. After 
that, we created an outline, 
describing the details and 
their purposes, and then 
began writing the first draft.

English Literature
The course introduces the 
definition of American 
Literature, American Dream, 
paving the way towards the 
exploration of American 
literature of various genres.

Test Prep Class
Preparing for the SAT and 
the ACT, an admission 
requirement of most 
colleges.
